Historic New Bridge Landing is one of 
Bergen County’s most important 

historic sites—home to Revolutionary War landmarks, 18th-century houses, and a landscape that 
connects Native American history, Dutch settlement, and the American Revolution. Here, General 
George Washington and his troops crossed the Hackensack River during their 1776 retreat, and the 
site continued to serve as a battleground, headquarters, and intelligence post throughout the war.

The new museum will honor this legacy while creating a modern hub for learning, exploration, and 
community engagement. It will serve as a gateway to the site. 

The 3,750 sf building will blend in with the
historic buildings on site.

The center will offer ADA compliant restrooms
and 100-seat auditorium or exhibit space!

• Brigadier General Anthony Wayne led American troops from 
New Bridge on a raid against the Bull’s Ferry Blockhouse on 
July 20, 1780.

• General Washington made his headquarters in the Zabrisk-
ie-Steuben House during the Steenrapie Encampment (along 
Kinderkamack Rd) of the Continental Army, encompassing 
14,000 men, September 4-20, 1780.
