Originally identified as Mss. 348A and Mss. 348B by Louise Howes Burnett, in her Guide To
Documentary Collections, in 1966.

This collection was located in the Vertical File Section of the Library. As of 1966, each
individual document in this collection had not been assigned a number for identification. Due to
the magnitude and extensiveness of these Manuscripts, and to avoid confusion with Manuscript
348, Manuscript 348A and Manuscript 348B have been combined together, and have been
assigned to MSS-346. Many other Ackerman documents have been added to this collection prior
to this inventory and identification.
